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PORTFOLIO EVIDENCE WORKSHEET

Teaching Methods in the Elementary or Secondary School

DIRECTIONS:
The purpose of the portfolio is to assist you in presenting yourself and your work to a prospective employer.  Consequently, the portfolio should be a creatively designed collection of the best work you have completed at SU.  All portfolios must be electronically distributed via a disk.  All portfolio contents must be typed and doubled-spaced with one-inch margins.  There should be an introduction to each section or standard referred to as a Claim or Cross-Cutting Theme (CCT) outlining the contents for that section, the specific indicator addressed for the claim or CCT, the context, and the interpretations of any data collected.  For example:
Claim #2 refers to my ability to assess students.  Evidence #1 is an example my ability to master indicator 2.3 because I was able to identify, develop and implement an appropriate program and goals as shown by my creation of a cognitive test and item analysis I gave for 8th grade.  99% of the students scored above 70%.  Evidence #2 is example of indicator 2.1 because it demonstrates my ability to design safe instruction for diverse students.  Example #2 is an assessment of skill progress I conducted for a child with Down Syndrome.  I administered a pretest and post test to determine student learning and found my students did improve, but my time with my students was too short to make really significant gains. 
All assignments from previous classes included in the portfolio should be re-typed to include any changes suggested by the course instructor.  DO NOT just collect together all the assignments you have completed at SU.  It is up to you to design a creative format for your portfolio.  Do not just include text – use graphics, pictures, diagrams, or photographs when appropriate.  You should consider the following when creating your portfolio:
· Is it appealing – would your prospective employer want to read it?

· Is it easy to read – what links can you create to make reading and locating materials easy?

· Include a table of contents

· Ask yourself these two questions and DO NOT turn your portfolio in until you can answer YES to both
· Is this the impression I want to make?

· Would you consider hiring the person who presented this portfolio?
This worksheet is designed to help you select the evidence to include that supports your response to a specific SU Claim or Cross-Cutting Theme.  The Indicator List is provided to help you breakdown the claim or CCT.
· Identify each piece of evidence by name, as specifically as possible, e.g. lesson plan for electric slide from the Rhythmic Activities and Dance unit plan.

· Provide a brief statement indicating how you think this evidence will demonstrate that the SU Claim or the Cross-Cutting Theme has been met.
· Cite the applied indicator(s) for each standard

Reflective Question: What developmentally appropriate practices do I rely on most in adding to my development of effective teaching skills? What assessment strategies have I found appropriate and effective for secondary physical education?
